 These are safety/security measures 
that ensure information is accurately attached to 
each registrant and prevent confusion on site.

 Information for youth 
and leaders will be collected online during the 

 (Leaders page 15 and Youth pages 18 
& 19) should be copied and distributed to those 
attending the initial meeting.

As a way to heighten 
the meaning and seriousness of the covenant, 
read and discuss it at the meeting. Then have all 
youth and their parents sign and return them to

Online registration will require attendees 
to af!irm their agreement to follow the covenant.

This will speed your registration process (page 
11 also has a helpful form). The leader each youth 
is assigned to will also be responsible for that 
youth and will be an initial point of contact in case 
of emergency or disciplinary action at the rally.

Youth and leaders will again be able to use their musical talents in service through worship at 
the 2009 rally. The following information may be helpful in deciding whether or not you wish to  
participate in this special way:

8 If you wish to participate, you can only be in one or the other; you cannot be in both band and choir.
8  Important note to leaders:   If you are supposed to be chaperoning/monitoring youth from your group 

who are not in band or choir during rehearsal times and are unable to !ind another leader from your group 
to cover for you, DO NOT sign up to be in the band or choir.

8 If you sign up, you are expected to honor your commitment and fully  participate as the schedule 
indicates. At the 2007 rally, over 300 people signed up for choir, but less than half actually showed 
up to rehearse and sing. Several band members did not show up, limiting the quality of the music 
due to missing parts. Choir and band members will be required to sign in at each rehearsal. If actual  
attendance falls too far below expected attendance, it may endanger future use of choir and band  
at rallies.

8 As you review the tentative schedule, please be advised that not every rehearsal will be for both 
band and choir.  Some rehearsals will be choir only, others band only, and some will be together.

8 Members of the choir and band will be able to go to the head of the food line when they have to 
make a rehearsal held during a meal.

8 Copies of the music will be mailed to you ahead of time. Please familiarize yourself with it before 
rehearsal together at the rally.  This will be very helpful.

8 Band Members:  Much, if not all, of the music done this year will be smaller group oriented (most 
likely not full band but, rather, instrumental ensembles to !ill out various aspects of worship). After 
all registrations are completed, you will be noti!ied as to whether or not you should bring your  
instrument. Any band member whose talents are not needed due to  availability of instrumentation 
will have the option of joining the choir.

8 Music for band will be determined after registration.
