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Online Registration
Registration runs March 2–April 3, 2009, (or until  
capacity is reached) for Contact Youth Leaders at
www.welsyouthrally.net . It ends May 1, 2009, for  
all youth and leaders preregistered by their  
Contact Youth Leaders. 

Cost
$295 per person: $50 deposit to Contact Youth Leader 
at !irst meeting and $245 at time of online registration.

This includes three nights of lodging in a dorm at Iowa 
State University (two twin beds per room); seven meals 
and snacks; entertainment, program, and administrative 
costs; and secondary insurance on each participant.

Capacity
A running total of the registration count will be displayed 
online. Return regularly to www.welsyouthrally.net  
to monitor the status. Once the capacity of 2,600 is 
reached, “ late”  groups will have the option of being 
placed on a waiting list. Space cannot be saved for  
any reason.

Registration Confirmation and Updates 
All other rally information and updates will appear on 
the Web site (www.welsyouthrally.net ). Subscribe to 
the “Rally News”  feed to get updates automatically or 
return to the site regularly.

Special Needs
The 2009 WELS International Youth Rally will make every 
e"ort to accommodate special needs (including signing 
for the hearing impaired, wheelchair accessibility, dietary 
needs, etc.). Indicate those needs when you register 
in order for us to make proper preparations.

Youth Commitment
Your youth must commit to registering and attending 
the rally before the Contact Youth Leader completes 
preregistration. No substitutions  (except for reasons 
noted under Refunds) and no additions will be allowed 
once the Contact Youth Leader has  

completed preregistration. The WELS International 
Youth Rally is a special opportunity for youth to 
gather in worship, fellowship, service, education, and 
recreation with perhaps one of the largest groups of 
WELS Christians ever in their lives. Registered  
participants are expected to make a •irm commitment 
to attending that will only be broken for extreme or 
unavoidable reasons.

Refunds 
Refunds will be allowed (less $100 service fee) only 
for the following reasons: 
 8  Participant illness or injury that prevents attendance  
 8  Death or family emergency

 Note: Work con!licts, changes of mind, family vacation  
 plans, and “better opportunities” will not be accepted 
 as reasons for refund. You will simply forfeit your  
 spot (see previous Youth Commitment  section).
